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1. Rules: The races will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing for 2009-2012.
2. Schedule: Three races a day are scheduled April 15, 2012; May 6, 2012; June 10, 2012
3. Entries: Competitors may enter these races by filing an entry form with the Race Committee prior to racing. Entry forms are available prior to the Skippers meeting on Race day.
There will be two divisions. Division 1: Keelboats. Division 2: Multihulls and Dinghies. Boats with out a rating number will be assigned one by the Scorer. The US Sailing Portsmouth Yardstick will be used for rating purposes.
4. Skippers Meeting.  The skippers meeting will be held at Brandy Creek Marina at 1030 on each race day. Sailing instructions will be available at that time.
5. Notices to Competitors: Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board located a Brandy Creek Marina. Changes to these sailing instructions will be posted on the notice board by 1000 on the day they become effective.
6. Signals Made Ashore: Signals made ashore will be displayed from the flagpole located {describe where}. If a postponement is signaled ashore, the warning signal will be made not less than 60 minutes after flag AP is lowered.

7. Division Flags: The warning signal for the first race will be 1200 hrs the warning for the second and third races scheduled for the day will be 5 minutes after the last boat has finished the previous race

The Division flag(s) are numeral pennants and will be displayed on the RC Barge.

8. Racing Area: The racing area is on the main body of Whiskeytown Lake, 
9. Courses and Marks: Courses will be selected from the Attachment “B” of the Sailing Instructions and shows the courses, course designations, the marks in order and the rounding direction of each mark.
Courses will be signaled using International Code Flags displayed on the RC Barge. 
Marks shall be cylindrical floats approximately a foot in diameter and 3 feet high with numbers of the Mark.
 Location of Marks shown on the Course Map are approximate and for reference only.
10. Starting and Finishing Line: The starting and finishing lines will be between an Orange Flag on the RC Barge and an Orange Buoy.  The Start/Finish Line is restricted. Cross only to Start or Finish.
11. Time Limit: The time limit for each race will be 60 MIN. Boats finishing after the time limit will be scored DNF.

12. Protests: A yacht intending to protest another yacht shall inform the RC Barge after they finish that race. Protest time limit is 30 minutes after the RC Barge docks. Forms will be available on the RC Barge. 

13. Scoring: Low point scoring system, RRS A4.1 will be used. All races will count, No throw outs. This changes RRS A2.
